Golf Etiquette
The normal standards of golfing etiquette apply at Woodbridge Golf Club, and should be adhered to at all times.  In particular slow play must be avoided, and groups behind being impeded should be called through immediately.

Format of play

It is preferred that Societies play 3 or 4 ball matches. Texas scrambles are only allowed on the Forest Course.

Trolleys/Buggy 

Only wide wheel trolleys are permitted.  Individual ride-on carts are permitted for those with a medical need and only with permission from the General Manager.
There is one single seat buggy available for hire – pre booking is essential.
9. 
Dress – Please read this to avoid embarrassment on the day

Dress on the course - should be appropriate to the playing of golf.  Trainers, denim jeans and collarless or sleeveless shirts are not acceptable. Men playing in tailored shorts may wear knee length or short ankle length WHITE sports socks, which must be worn up at all times.

       Dress in the Clubhouse - Smart casual dress may be worn anywhere in the clubhouse but 
        this does not include the wearing of jeans, collarless t-shirts/singlets, training shoes or golf 
        shoes.  Jacket and Tie (cravat/roll neck) is the preferred dress when dining.
10. 
Food

The menu is attached, but please liaise with the kitchen staff if you particular dietary requirements.  For evening functions a minimum number of 20 are required.
11. 
Security

The Club is not responsible for any property left on any part of the premises. Cash or valuables should be under lock and key or left with the Steward or General Manager for safe keeping.

Mobile phones 

These may not be used on the Course or in the Clubhouse, but may be carried for emergencies but remained switched off.  They may be used in the Car Park.

Societies are advised that the Club reserves the right to close parts of the Course as required for maintenance at short notice and greens will at times have dressings applied.
